The Emotional Impact Report, a survey of more than 300
chronic lymphocytic leukemia (CLL) patients, caregivers,
and healthcare providers (HCPs)* offers new perspectives
on the mental and emotional journey of those affected by
a CLL diagnosis.

CLL is a slow-growing form of blood cancer in which the
bone marrow makes too many lymphocytes, a type of
white blood cell!
